Stay positive to stay happy

There isn’t any doubt that positive thinking is valuable after you find out you have cancer. But will positive thoughts help the cancer go away?
There have been a number of studies on this subject, but none of the studies say that positive thinking is a factor (因素) in helping cancer go away, or that negative feelings can make cancer worse.
So, is there a reason to have a positive attitude? Of course there is.
While I understand the danger of my illness, I choose not to focus on statistics (数据统计). I always imagine myself as being among the small group of patients who survive. Why do I do that? So I can sleep well; so I can plan a trip for two days from now; so I have a reason to begin writing another book with the expectation that I’ll finish it; so my husband and I can enjoy lunch out; so I can reach out to someone else who’s having a difficult time and offer them encouragement.
A positive attitude can also help family members feel better so they can contribute to a more loving family environment. Most cancer patients, as well as their family members, know all too well how dangerous cancer can be. It’s difficult to carry on when patients receive bad news. But a positive attitude helps me want to do things that I know are beneficial (有益的) to my health, and helps me through the thinning hair, tiredness and low blood counts which are the side effects (副作用) of my treatment (治疗).

So, I prefer to stay happy and positive. I do my best not to think too much about all the hospital visits, and I try not to panic (惊慌) if I feel any pain. Instead, I seek joy as much as I can, and because I am seeking joy, I find joy. Being positive might not save you from cancer, but I can almost guarantee (保证) you that if you are positive, you will find meaning in your life, as well as happiness in every day that you live.

Queue in Britain to avoid annoying absolutely everyone

Every country has characteristics (特点) that make it stand out. One thing that visitors to the UK always notice is how good British people are at waiting, especially in queues.
Everywhere in the UK, it’s common to see queues. People wait in long lines at bus stops, in shops and in cinemas.
Speaking to BBC News, Kate Bradley, a lecturer at the University of Kent, explained that queuing in the UK isn’t simply about showing good will (友好) toward other people. British people like everything to be in perfect order, so being shouted at for skipping ahead of someone in a line is something that most Brits try to avoid.
The British obsession (痴迷) with queuing goes back to World War II. Due to wartime rationing (定量配给), people had to wait in line to get important goods in shops, particularly food. The government at the time was worried that trouble and disorder would break out. So, it made a point of telling people that queuing was civilized (有礼貌的) and a British thing to do. And that message is still alive today.
There’s probably only one factor (因素) that will affect a Briton’s willingness to stand patiently in line – the weather, which can change quickly in the UK. One minute it can be fine and sunny, and the next it can be wet and windy. If people are queuing in bad weather, their main hope is that the bus arrives soon, or that the people in front of them waiting to use the ATM will give up and decide to leave. (
If someone decides to disrespect (不尊重) queuing rules in bad weather, tensions can become very high indeed. This is because most Brits will undoubtedly speak up and tell the queue-jumper to get to the back of the line.
But if the weather is good, queuing can be fun. Although people are waiting, they may be excited about the thing they’re waiting for. There’s an air of expectation when people are standing in line for a pop concert, for example. This can create a great atmosphere (气氛), which can make queuing for something a very enjoyable experience.
